	PURPOSE AND OVERVIEW (max. 5 sentences)

	The purpose of the final paper is for the students to present what they have practically learned during the master studies. 

They present how they are able to manage the sources, their ability to assess what is relevant literature from what is not and the basic methodological principles necessary for their further professional improvement. They should also be able to show how they manage techniques and skills of presenting their knowledge, their ability to be clear and coherent in presenting a topic, along with their proper and logical deduction. They should express their awareness of history, which among other things contains a critical thought.  

	SYLLABUS (brief outline and summary of topics, max. 10 sentences)

	The final paper is a student's research work where he/she should present what has been learned. Students and a mentor jointly select a subject of the paper and make a list of sources and literature. Having understood the sources and the literature, students have to assess themselves whether and to what extent and to what questions certain sources or literature are relevant. They themselves create a structure of their papers, dividing them into chapters and sections. Then they write the paper. The mentor may ask for an explanation why certain literature is relevant, why certain sources are relevant or not, why such and such structure has been chosen over others. If necessary, the mentor suggests what sources or literature should be included or a change in the paper structure. When the paper is completed, the mentor reads it and gives suggestions. When the mentor deems that the paper is well, clearly and accurately enough written, from the aspects of both methodology and literature, the paper is accepted and a review is made. 

An oral exam assesses how a candidate presents a rationale of the subject, its structure and contents. Also, answers to the examining board's questions are assessed.
